	What it is:
The Complex Prism Supplement is an additional payment to cover the extra cost specifically associated with prescribing the prism element within the lenses, where the cost of providing the prism is not fully covered by the standard optical voucher and the existing prism supplement.
Why it exists:
The Complex Prism Supplement exists to ensure equity of access for patients requiring prism correction, enabling them to receive a basic pair of NHS spectacles, while also ensuring that Suppliers are not financially disadvantaged by providing more complex prescriptions.
When it applies:
· The patient has been prescribed prismatic lenses.
· The cost of incorporating the prismatic element of the prescription causes the production cost to exceed the combined value of the standard voucher and the current prism supplement. 
How it works:
· The supplement reimburses the additional cost incurred for incorporating the prism element of the prescription into the lens(es).
· Suppliers submit: 
1. Evidence showing the cost of production of the prescription without the prismatic element using ‘basic’ lenses.
2. Evidence showing the cost of production of the prescription incorporating the prismatic element using ‘basic’ lenses.
3. Complex Prism Supplement Claim form.
Where a ‘basic lens’ is the cheapest available lens for the prescription being dispensed.
· NWSSP-PCS, on behalf of Health Boards, administers payments to reimburse the Supplier the difference between the total cost of producing the prescription lenses and voucher value for two lenses, calculated as if processing a claim for replacement lenses via a GOS 4W.
