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GUIDANCE FOR INCLUSION IN THE MEDICAL PERFORMERS LIST
(FOR DOCTORS ALREADY INCLUDED IN A MEDICAL PERFORMERS LIST OF A PRIMARY CARE ORGANISATION IN ENGLAND, SCOTLAND, NORTHERN IRELAND OR ALREADY ON THE LIST OF A LOCAL HEALTH BOARD IN WALES)

The MPL4A application form has been designed in Word so that you can complete it on your own computer.  The completed form should be returned to NHS Wales Shared Services Partnership (NWSSP), Cwmbran House, Mamhilad Park Estate, Mamhilad, Pontypool, Gwent, NP4 0XS, for processing.  Alternatively, the form and associated documents may be returned via e-mail to nwssp-primarycareservices@wales.nhs.uk.
Who is required to complete this form?
All doctors who wish to provide NHS general medical services in Wales who are also included in a Medical Performers List in England, Scotland, Northern Ireland or in another Local Health Board (LHB) area in Wales.
Which list should I be included on?

You should be included in the list of the Local Health Board for the area in which you intend to do the majority of your work. Please note that once included on the list of a particular LHB you will be required to provide evidence on an annual basis that you have worked in that area.  Failure to do so may result in the LHB removing your name from their list which would mean you could no longer work in Wales.

Can I be included on the list of more than one Local Health Board?
No, you can only be included in one Medical Performers List in Wales at any one time, however, once included you will be able to work anywhere in Wales.

Will I be eligible for General Medical Practice Indemnity (GMPI) cover?
GP Contractors/GPs employed in general medical practices will automatically be covered by General Medical Practice Indemnity (GMPI) as defined by the Scheme.

Where a GP provides locum services either as a Locum GP or in addition to their primary status, an application for new or continued cover for locum services will need to be made which will be subject to joining the All Wales Locum Register.  
In the event you are not eligible for cover in accordance with the GMPI Scheme, evidence of appropriate indemnity which provides cover in respect of liabilities that may be incurred when carrying out NHS services must be provided.

Do I need to apply for an Enhanced Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) (formerly the Criminal Record Bureau) Disclosure?
If you are able to provide an original Enhanced DBS certificate that has been undertaken in the three years preceding the date of your application you may submit this for inspection.  We will accept a photocopy of the disclosure if it has been certified by your PCO as a copy of an original document.  Please note the Disclosure certificate must confirm that both the Children and Vulnerable Adults Lists have been checked.
However, if you do not have a certificate that has been issued in the previous three years you will be required to undergo an Enhanced DBS check.  You can access an on-line DBS application form by following the link below:   https://disclosure.capitarvs.co.uk/cheqs/applicantLogin.do?applicationType=crb.  It is important that you read the guidance notes ‘Completing an On-Line Disclosure and Barring Service Enhanced form’ which is available on this site.  

Once you have completed the on-line form you will be allocated a unique form reference number. Please make a note of this number as you will need it to book a face to face appointment.

Applicants applying for a new Enhanced DBS check are required to undergo a face to face appointment in order that your on-line form and supporting documentation can be verified by an authorised officer of the NWSSP.  Please note that only original documents can be presented at the meeting.  Photocopies of documents are not acceptable. Only when your documents have been verified at a face to face interview will your application be sent to the DBS for processing.  
You cannot commence work under Regulation 4A of the NHS (Performers Lists) (Wales) Regulations 2004, as amended until we have received an Enhanced DBS Disclosure certificate, and there has been a satisfactory outcome to any information received.  Please note that having a criminal record may not necessarily be a bar from inclusion in a Health Board’s Medical Performers List. 

Applicants that subscribe to the DBS Update Service will be required to provide their latest original DBS certificate plus supporting identity documents.  You will be asked to provide written consent to enable a DBS status check to be undertaken when you attend your face to face interview. Do I need to fill in all of the MPL4A form?

Yes.  Please ensure that all relevant sections are completed, do not leave anything blank but mark ‘not applicable’ where appropriate.  Where you are asked to confirm either ‘yes’ or ‘no’ on the form please place a [X] in the appropriate box.

What documents do I need to submit?

In order to proceed with your application you must provide the following:

· The name, contact telephone number and e-mail address of a person to contact regarding your inclusion in the Performers List of your Primary Care Organisation

· Where necessary, evidence of an appropriate indemnity cover providing you with cover in respect of liabilities that may be incurred in carrying out your services.  
· An original Enhanced DBS certificate if issued in the three years preceding the date of your application (a photocopy will be accepted if it has been certified by your PCO). The Disclosure certificate must confirm that both the Children and Vulnerable Adults Lists have been checked. If your Enhanced Disclosure is more than three years old you will need to apply for a new one.  If you subscribe to the DBS Update Service you will need to provide consent for us to view your on-line record.  If your on-line certificate is no longer valid you will need to provide us with a new Enhanced DBS certificate.
Please note that if you need to undertake a new DBS Enhanced Disclosure you will need to send a copy of the Certificate to us as soon as you receive it in order that you may commence working (for a maximum period of 3 months) whilst your application is being processed.  NWSSP do not receive a copy directly from the DBS so it is your responsibility to ensure the certificate is made available to NWSSP in support of your application.
